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CONVENTION ON THE PRIVILEGES AND IMMUNITIES
OF THE SPECIALIZED AGENCIES

Approved by the General Assembly of the Unired Nations
on 21 November 1947

iVhereas the General Assembly of the United Nations adopted on 13 February
1946 a resolution contemplating the unification as far as possible of the privileges
and immunities enjoved by the United Nations and by the variocus specialized

agencies; and

Whereas consultations concerning the implementation of the aforesaid
resolution have taken place between the United Nations and the specialized

agencies;

Consequentlv by resolution 179 (1I) adopted on 21 November 1947, the
General Assembly has approved the following Convention, which is submitted 10
the specialized agencies for acceptance and to every Member of the United Nations
and to cvery other State member of one or more of the specialized agencies for

accession.

Article |
DEFINITION AND SCOPE

Section ]

in this Convention:

(i) The words “standard clauses™ refer 1o the provisions of articles 1 10 1X.

(ii) The words “spccialized agencies™ mean:
{a) The International Labour Organisation;
{6) The Food and Agriculiure Organization of the United Nations:
{c) 'The United Nations Educational, Scientific and Cultural Organization:
(d) The International Civil Aviation Organization;
(e) The International Menetary Fund;
(7 The International Bank for Reconstruction and Developinent:
(g) The World Health Organization;
(/) The Universal Postal Union:
(i)  The International Telecommunication Union: and

(/) Any other agency in relationship with the United Nations in accordance with
Articles 57 and 63 of the Charter.

(iii) The word “Convention™ means, in relation 10 any particular specialized
agency. the standard clauses as modified by the final (or revised) text of the annex
transmiited by that agency in accordance with sections 36 and 38.

i
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(iv) Faor the purposes of article 111, the words “property and assets™ shall also
include property and funds administered by a specialized agency in furtherance of
its consututional functions.

(vl For the purposes of artictes V and V11, the expression “representatives of
members” shall be deemed to mmclude all representatives, alternates, advisers,
technical experts and sceretaries of delegations.

{vi) In sections 13, 14, 15 and 25, the expression “meetings convened by a
specialized agency'™ means meetings: (1) of its assembly and of its executive body
(however designated), and (2) of any commission provided for in its constitution:
(3) of any international conference convened by it; and (4) of any committee of any
of these bodies.

{vii}) The term “cxecutive head™ means the principal exccutive official of the
specialized agency in guestion, whether designaied “Director-General™ or otherwise,

Secrion 2

Each State party 1o this Convention in respect of any specialized agency to
which this Convention has become applicabie in accordance with section 37 shall
accord to, or in connexion with, that agency the privileges and immunities set forth
in the standard clauses on the conditions specified therein. subject to any
modification of those clauses contained in the provisions of the final (or revised)
anncx redating to that agency and transmitted in accordance with sections 36 or 38.

Article Il

JURIDICAL PERSONALITY

Section 3

The specialized agencies shall possess juridical personality. They shall have
the capacity (@) to contract. () 10 acquire and dispese of immovable and movabie
property, {¢) to institute legal proceedings.

Article ITf

PROPERTY, FUNDS ANL} ASSFTS

Section 4

The specialized agencies. their property and assets. wherever located and by
whomsoever held. shali enjoy immunity from every form of legal process except in
so far as in any particular case thcy have expressly waived their immunity. It is,
however, understood that no waiver of immunity shall extend 10 any measure of
execuion. E

Section 3

The premises of the specialized agencies shall be inviolable. The property and
assets of the specialized agencies. wherever located and by whomsoever held, shall
be immune from scarch, requisition, confiscation. expropriation and any other form
of interference, whether by executive. administrative. judicial or legisiative action.

="\ -
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Section 6

The archives of the specialized agencies, and n general all documents
belonging to them or held by them, shall be inviolable, wherever located.

Seciion 7

Without being restricted by financial controls, regulations or moratoria of any
kind:

(a) The specialized agencies may hold funds, gold or currency of any kind
and operate acCOURIS in any currency.

{(b) The specialized apencies may freely transfer their funds, gold or currency
from one country to another or within any country and convert any currency held by
them into any other currency.

Section 8

Each spectialized agency shall, in excrcising its rights under section 7 above,
pay due regard 10 any representations made by the Government of any State party to
this Convention in so far as it is considered that effect can be given to such
representations without detriment to the interests of the agency.

Secrion 9
The specialized agencies, their asse(s. income and other property shall be:

(¢} Exempt from all direct taxes; 1t is understood, however, that the
specialized agencies will not claim cxemption from taxes which are, in fact, no
more than charges for public utility scrvices:

(b) Exempt from customs duties and prohibitions and restrictions on imporis
and exports in respect of articles imported or exported by the specialized agencies
for their official use; it 1s understood, however, that articles imported under such
exemption will not be sold in the country inte which they were imporied except
under conditions agrecd to with the Government of that country:

{¢) Exempt from dutics and prohibiticns and restrictions on mmports and
¢xports in respect of their publications.

Section 10

While the specialized agencies wilt not, as a general rule, claim exemption
from excise duties and from taxes on the sale of movable and immovable propenty
which forms pant of the price to be paid, nevertheless when the specialized agencies
are making important purchases for official use of property on which such duties
and taxes have been charged or are chargeable, States parties to this Convention
will. whenever possible, make appropriate administrative arrangemenis for the
remission or return of the amount of duty or tax.

Article IV

FACILITIES IN RESPECT OF COMMUNICATIONS

Section 11

Each specialized agency shall enjoy, in the territory of cach State party 10 this
Convention in respect of that agency, for its official communications, treatment not
less favourable than that accorded by the Government of such State to any other
Government, including the latter’s diplomatic mission, in the matter of priorities.
rates and taxes on mails, cables, telegrams. radiograms, telephotos, telephone and
other communications, and press rates for information to the press and radio.

Section 12

No censorship shail be applied to the official correspondence and other official
communications of the specialized agencies.

The specialized agencies shall have the right to use codes and 1o dispaich and
receive correspondence by couricr or in sealed bags. which shall have thc same
immunities and privileges as diplomatic couriers and bags.

Nothing in this section shall be consurued to preclude the adoption of
appropriate securily precautions 10 be determined by agreement between a State
party 1o this Convention and a specialized agency.

Article V

REPRESENTATIVES QF MEMBERS

Section 13

Representatives of members at meetings convened by a specialized agency
shall, while exercising their functions and during their journcys to and from the
place of meeting, enjoy the following privileges and immunities:

(@) 1mmunity from personal arrest or detention and from seizurc of their
personal baggage, and in respect of words spoken or written and all acts done by
them in their official capacity. immunity from legal process of every kind:

{(# Inviolability for all papers and documents;

(c) The right to use codes and to receive papers or correspondence by courier
or in scaled bags;

() Exemption in respect of themselves and their spouses from immigration
restrictions, aliens® registration or national service obligations in the State which
they are visiting or through which they are passing in the exercise of their functions;

(¢) The same facilities in respect of currency or exchange restrictions as are
accorded to representatives of foreign Governments on temporary official missions:

(7 The same immunities and facilitics in respect of 1hcir personal baggage
as are accorded 1o members of comparable rank of diplomatic missions.

=Y-
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Section 14

In order to secure for the representatives of members of the specialized
agencies at meetings convened by them complete freedom of speech and complete
independence in the discharge of their dutics, the immunity from iegal process in
respect of words spoken or written and all acts done by them in discharging their
duties shall continue to be accorded. notwithsianding that the persons concerned are
no longer engaged in the discharge of such duties.

Secrion 15

Where ihe incidence of any form of taxation depends upon residence, periods
during which the represeniatives of members of the specialized agencies at meetings
convened by them are present in a member Siate for the discharge of their duties
shall not be considerced as periods of residence.

Section 16

Privileges and immunities are accorded 1o the representatives of members. not
for the personal bencefit of the individuals themsclves, but in order to safeguard the
independent exercise of their functions in connexion with the specialized agencies.
Consequently, a member not only has the right but is under a duty to waive the
immunity of its rcpresentatives in any case where, in the opinion of the member, the
immunity wouid impede the coursc of justice. and wherc it can be waived without
prejudice to the purpose for which the immunity is accorded.

Section 17

The provisions of sections 13, 14 and 15 are not applicable in relation to the
authoriues of a State of which the person is a national or of which he is or has been
a representative.

Article V1

OFFICIALS

Section 18

Each spectalized agency will specify the categories of officials to which the
provisions of this articie and of article VIII shall apply. It shall communicate them
1o the Governments of all States parties to this Convention in respect of that agency
and to the Secretary-General of the United Nations. The names of the officials
included in these categorics shall from time 10 time be made known to the above-
mentioned Governments.

Section 19
Officials of the specialized agencies shall:

(a) Be immune from legal process in respect of words spoken or written and
all acts perforined by them in their ofiicial capacity:
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(&) Enjoy the same cxemptions from taxation in respect of the salaries and
cmoluments paid to them by the specialized agencies and on the same conditions as
are enjoyed by officials of the United Nations:

(¢) Be immune, together with their spouses and relatives dependent on them,
from immigration restrictions and alien registration;

(d) Be accorded the same privileges in respect of exchange facilities as are
accorded to officials of comparable rank of diplomatic missions:

(e) Be given, together with their spouses and relatives dependent on them,
the same repatriation facilities in time of international criscs as officials of
comparabie rank of diplomauc missions;

(/) Have the right 10 import free of duty their furniture and effecis at the
time of first taking up their post in the country in question.

Section 20

The officials of the specialized agencies shall be exempt from national service
obligations. provided that in relation to the States of which they are nationals, such
exemption shall be confined to officials of the specialized agencies whose names
have. by reason of their duties, been placed upon a list compiled by the executive
head of the spccialized agency and approved by the State concerned.

Should other officials of specialized agencies be called up for national service,
the State concerned shall. at the request of the specialized agency concerned, grant
such temporary deferments in the call-up of such officials as may be necessary 1o
avoid interruption in the continuation of essential work.

Section 21

In addition to the immunities and privileges specified in sections 19 and 20,
the executive head of each specialized agency, including any official acting on his
behalf during his absence from duty. shall be accorded in respect of himself. his
spouse and minor children, the privileges and immunitics, exemptions and facilities
accorded to diplomatic envoys, in accordance with international law.

Secrion 22

Privileges and immunitics are granted to officials in the interests of the
specialized agencies only and not for personal benefit of the individuals themselves.
Each specialized agency shall have the right and the duty 10 waive the immunny of
any official in any case where, in its opinion, the immunity would impede the course
of justice and can be waived without prejudice to the interests of the specialized
agency.

Secrtion 23

Each specialized agency shall co-operate at all iimes with the appropriate
authorities of member Statcs to facilitate the proper adminiswration of justice. secure
the observance of police regulations and prevent the occurrence of any abuses in
connexion with the privileges, immunities and facilitics mentioned in this anicle.
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Article VII

ABUSES OF PRIVILEGE

Section 24

If any State party o this Convention considers that there has been an abuse of
a privilege or immunity conferred by this Convention, consultations shail be held
between that State and the specialized agency concerned to determine whether any
such abuse has occurred and. if 50. to attempt to ensure that no repetition occurs. If
such consuliations fail to achieve a result satisfactory to the State and the
specialized agency concerned, the question whether an abuse of a privilege or
immunity has occurred shall be submiued to the International Court of Justice in
accordance with section 32. If the International Court of Jusuce finds that such an
abuse has occurred. the State party to this Convention affected by such abuse shall
have the right, after notification to the specialized agency 1n question, to withhold
from the specialized agency concerned the benefits of the privilege or immunity so
abused.

Section 25

L, Representatives of members at meetings convened by specialized
agencies, while exercising their functions and during their journeys to and from the
place of meeting. and officials within the meaning of scction |8, shall not be
required by the territorial authoritics 1o leave the country » which they are
performing their functions on account of any activities by them in their official
capacity. In the case, however, of abuse of privileges of residence commiued by any
such person in activities in that couniry owside his official funcuons, he may be
required to leave by the Government of that country provided that:

2. () Represcntatives of members. or persons who are entitled 10
diplomatic immunity under section 21, shall not be required to leave the country
otherwise than in accaordance with the diplomatic procedure applicable to diplomatic
cnvoys accredited to that country.

(II) In the case of an official 10 whom section 21 is not applicable, no
order to leave the country shall be issued other than with the approval of the Foreign
Minister of the country in question. and such approval shaill be given only afier
consultation with the executive head of the specialized agency concerned: and, if
cxpulsion proceedings are taken against an official, the cxccutive head of the
specialized agency shall have the right to appear in such proceedings on bchalf of
the person against whom they are instituted.

Article VIl

L AISSEZ-PASSER

Secrion 26

Officiols of the specialized agencics shall be entitled 10 use the United Nations
laissez-passer in conformity with administrative arrangements to be concluded
berween the Secretary-General of the United Nations and the competent authorities
of the specialized agencies, to which agencies special powers to issue laissez-passer
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may be delegated. The Secretarv-General of the United Nations shall notify each
Stwate party to this Convention of each administrative arrangement so concluded.

Section 27

States parties 10 this Convention shall recognize and accept the United Nations
laissez-passer issued 10 officials of ithe specialized agencies as valid travel
documenis.

Secrion 28

Applications for visas. where required, from officials of specialized agencies
holding United Nations faissez-passer, when accompanied by a certificate that they
are travelling on the business of a specialized agency, shall be dealt with as speedily
as possible. In addition, such persons shali be granted facilities for speedy travel.

Section 29

Similar facilities 10 thosc specified in section 28 shall be accorded to experts
and other persons who. though not the holders of United Nations laissez-passer,
have a certificate that they are travelling on the business of a specialized agency.

Secrion 30

The executive heads, assisiani exccutive heads, heads of departments and other
officials of a rank not lower than head of deparumnent of the specialized agencies,
travelling on United Nations laissez-passer on the business of the specialized
agencies, shall be granted the same facilities for travel as are accorded to officials of
comparable rank in diplomatic missions.

Arvicle IX
SETTLEMENT QF DISPUTES

Section 31

Each specialized agency shall make provision for appropriate modes of
settlement of:

{ay Dispuics arsing out of contracts or other disputes of private character to
which the specialized agency 15 a party:

(#) Disputcs involving any official of a specialized agency who by reason of
his official position enjoys immunity, if immunity has not been waived In
accordance with the provisions of section 22,

Section 32

All differences arising out of the interpretation or application of the present
Convention shall be referred to the International Court of Jusiice unless in any casc
it is agreed by the parties 10 have recourse 1o another mode of settlement. If a
diffcrence arises between one of the specialized agencies on the one hand, and a
member on the other hand. a request shall be made for an advisory opinion on any
legal question invelved in accordance with Anicle 96 of the Charter and Article 65
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of the Statute of the Court and the relevant provisions of the agrecments concluded
between the United Nauons and the specialized agency concerned. The opinion
given by the Cournt shall be accepted as decisive by the parties,

Article X

ANNEXES AND APPLICATION TO INDIVIDUAL
SPECIALIZED AGENCIES

Section 33

In their application to cach specialized agency. the standard clauses shall
operale subject to any modifications set forth in the final (or revised) text of the
annex relating to that agency, as provided in sections 36 and 38.

Section 34

The provisions of the Convention in relation to any specialized agency must be
interpreted in the light of the functions with which that agency is entrusted by its
constitutional instrument.

Secrion 35

Draft annexes [ to IX? are recommended to the specialized agencies named
therein. In the case of any specialized agency not imentioned by name in scction 1,
the Secretary-General of the United Nations shall transmit to the agency a draft
annex recommended by the Economic and Social Council.

Seciion 36

The final text of each annex shail be that approved by the specialized agency
in question in accordance with its constitutional procedure. A copy of the annex as
approved by cach specialized agency shall be transmitted by the agency in question
to the Secretary-General of the United Nations and shall thereupon replace the draft
referred to in section 35.

Section 37

The present Convention becomes applicable to each specialized agency when
it has transmitted to the Secretary-Gencral of the United Nations the final 1ext of the
rclevant annex and has informed him that it accepts the standard clauses. as
modified by this annex. and undernakes to give effect to secuions 8, 18, 22, 23, 24,
31, 32. 42 and 435 {subject to any modification of scetion 32 which may be found
necessary in order to make the final text of the annex consonant with the
constitutional instrument of the agency)} and any provisions of the annex placing
obligations on the agency. The Secretary-General shall communicate to all Members
of the United Nations and to other States members of the specialized agencies
certified copies of all annexes transmitted to him under this secuion and of revised
annexes transmitted under section 38,

For the text of the above-mentioned draft annexcs, sce Official Records of the General
Assembly, Second Session, Resolutions. page 124 el sey.
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Sectrion 38

If, after the transmission of a final annex under section 36, any specialized
agency approves any amendments thereto in accordance with its constitutional
procedure, a revised annex shall be wransmitted by it to the Secretary-General of the
United Nations.

Section 39

The provisions of this Convention shall in no way limit or prejudice the
privileges and immunities which have been, or may hereafter be, accorded by any
State 10 any specialized agency by reason of the location in the territory of that State
of its headquarters or regional offices. This Convention shall not be deemed 10
prevent the conclusion between any Stzte partly thereto and any specialized agency
of supplemental agreements adjusting the provisions of this Convention or
extending or curiailing the privileges and immunitics thereby granted.

Section 40

Tt is understood that the standard clauses, as modified by the final text of an
annex sent by a specialized agency to the Secretary-General of the United Nations
under section 36 (or any revised annex scnt under section 38). will be consistent
with the provisions of the constitutional instrument then in force of the agency in
question, and that if any amendment 1o that instrument is necessary for the purposc
of making the constiwutional instrument so consistcnt, such amendment will have
been brought into force in accordance with the constitutionai procedure of that
agency before the final {or revised) annex is transmitted.

The Convention shall not itself opcrate so as to abrogate, or derogate from,
any provisions of the constitutional instrument of any specialized agency or any
rights or obligations which the agency may otherwisc have. acquire, or assume.

Article X7

FINAL PROVISIONS

Section 41

Accession to this Convention by a Mcmber of the United Nations and (subject
10 section 42) by any State mmember of a specialized agency shall be effected by
deposit with the Secretary-General of the Uniled Nations of an instrument of
accession which shall take effect on the date of its deposit.

Section 42

Each specialized agency concerncd shall communicate the text of this
Convention together with the relevant annexes to those of its members which are not
Members of the United Nations and shall invite them to accede thereto in respect of
that agency by depositing an instrument of accession to this Convention in respect
thereof either with the Sccreiary-General of the United Nations or with the
executive head of the specialized agency.
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Section 41

Each Siate party to this Convention shall indicate in its instrument of accession
the specialized agency or agencies in respect of which it undertakes to apply the
provisions of this Convention. Each State party to this Convention may by
subsequent written notification to the Secretary-General of the United Nations
undertake 1o apply the provisions of this Convention to one or more further
specialized agencies. This notification shall take eftect on the date of its receipt by
the Secrewary-General.

Section 44

This Convention shall enter into force for each State party to this Convention
in respect of a specialized agency when 1t has become applicable to that agency in
accordance with section 37 and the State party has underraken to apply the
provisions of the Convention 1o that agency n accordance with section 43.

Section 45

The Secretary-General of the United Nations shall inform all Members of the
United Nations. as well as all members of the specialized agencies. and executive
heads ot the specialized agencies. of the deposit of each instrument of accession
received under section 41 and of subsequemt notifications recerved under section 43,
The executive head of a specialized agency shali inform the Secretary-Generat of
the United Nations and the members ot the agency concerned of the deposit of any
instrument of accession deposited with him under section 42,

Secrion 46

{t 1s understood that. when an instrument of accession or a subsequent
notification is deposited on behalf of any Srate. this State will be in a position under
11s own law to give effect to the terms of this Convention. as modified by the final
texts of any annexes relaung to the agencies covered by such accessions or
notifications.

Section 47

1. Subject to the provisions of paragraphs 2 and 3 of this section, each State
party 1o this Convention undertakes to apply this Convention in respect of each
specialized agency covered by 1ts accession or subsequent notification. until such
time as a revised convention or annex shall have become applicable to that agency
and the said State shall have accepted the revised convention or annex. In the case
of a revised annex. the acceptance of States shall be by a notification addressed to
the Secretarv-General of the United Nauions. which shall take effect on the date of
1ts receipt by the Secretary-General.

BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE SULTANATE OF
OMAN AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF
POLAND
ON MUTUAL VISA EXEMPTION FOR HOLDERS OF
DIPLOMATIC, SPECIAL AND SERVICE PASSPORTS

The Government of the Sultanate of Oman and the Government of the
Republic of Poland, hereinafter referred to as the “Parties”,

Desiring to strengthen the friendly relations between the two States,

Wishing to facilitate the travel of their citizens, holders of diplomatic, special
and service passports, between both States,

Pursuant to the applicable laws and regulations of both States,

Have agreed as follows:
Article 1

For the purposes of this Agreement:

1. The terms “citizens of one Party”, “citizens of the other Party”, and
“citizens of either Party” mean respectively, depending on the context,
citizens of the Sultanate of Oman or citizens of the Republic of Poland ,

2. The terms “territory”, “territory of a Party”, and “tertitory of the other
Party” mean respectively, depending on the context, the tertitory of the
Sultanate of Oman or the tetritory of the Republic of Poland.
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Article 2

The subject of this Agreement is the exemption from visas for citizens of
each of the Parties holding the following passports:

1.

In the case of citizens of the Sultanate of Oman: diplomatic, special or
service passports.

In the case of citizens of the Republic of Poland: diplomatic or service
passpotts.

Article 3

Citizens of one Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in Article
2, issued by that Party, shall have the right to enter into, exit from, and
transit through the territory of the other Party without a visa, only through
border crossing points designated for international passenger traffic.

Citizens of one Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in Article
2 shall have the right to stay without a visa in the territory of the other
Party for a maximum period of (90) ninety days in any (180) one hundred
and eighty day period.

Article 4

. Citizens of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in

Article 2, assigned to work in a diplomatic mission, consular post or an
international organization having its seat in the territory of the other
Party, shall have the right to enter the territory of that Party without the
need to apply for a visa. At the request of the interested diplomatic
mission, the aforementioned citizens shall be issued a document legalizing
their stay for the period of their assignment, within (90) ninety days from
the date of their arrival at the territory of that Party.

The exemption mentioned in paragraph 1 of this Article shall apply to
family members of the persons referred to in that paragraph, provided
that they hold any of the passports mentioned in Article 2 and form part
of their household.

The Ministries of Foreign Affairs of the Parties, through their Diplomatic
Protocols shall notify each other in due advance about persons referred
to in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this Article and the period of their planned
stay in advance, not less than (14) fourteen days before the date of their
arrival.

. Citizens of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in

Article 2 shall observe the laws and regulations applicable in tetritory of
the other Party while crossing the border and during their entire stay in
the territory of the other Party.

Either Party has the right to refuse the entry of the citizens of the other
Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in Atticle 2 or shorten
their stay, or terminate it, if their presence in its tertitory is deemed
undesirable or where may have a risk to national security, public health or
public order.

Article 6

. Citizens of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in

Article 2, must not undertake any paid activity that requires a work permit,
during their stay in the tetritory of the other Party.

Citizens of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in
Article 2, who seek employment, gainful activities, study or any other paid
activities shall obtain an appropriate visa prior to their arrival to the
tetritory of the other Party, in accordance with the laws and regulations
of the recetving Party.
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Article 7

Citizens of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in Article
2, shall enter into, exit from, and transit through the territory of the other
Party through the assigned border-crossing points open to the international
traffic authorized for that purpose by the other Party, without any
restrictions, except for those related to national security, public health or
public order.

Article 8

In the event of loss or damage of any of the passports mentioned in Article
2 by a citizen of either Party in the tetritory of the other Party, the competent
diplomatic mission or consular post shall immediately inform of this fact the
relevant authorities of the other Party through the diplomatic channels and
shall promptly issue a new travel document to him/her to enable him/her
to travel back to his/her country, pursuant the laws of the receiving State.

Article 9

This Agreement does not prejudice any obligations arising out of any
international agreement or any bilateral agreement between the two States.

Article 10

1. For the purposes of this Agreement, the Parties shall, through diplomatic
channels, exchange current specimens of their passports mentioned in
Article 2, together with their detailed descriptions, no later than (30) thirty
days after the signing of this Agreement.

2. The Parties shall, through diplomatic channels, exchange information on
their new or amended specimens of their passports mentioned in Article
2, together with their detailed desctiption, no later than (30) thirty days
before their official introduction.
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Article 11

1. Either Party shall have the right to temporarily suspend the
implementation of this Agreement in whole or in part for reasons of
national secutity, public order or public health.

2. The Party, who decided to suspend the application of this Agreement,
shall notify the other Party of the suspension and specify the reasons
thereof in writing, through diplomatic channels, at least (7) seven days
before the entry of this suspension into force, and shall also inform the
other Party of the end of this suspension in writing, through diplomatic
channels, at least (7) seven days before the end of the suspension period.

3. The suspension of this Agreement does not affect the legal status of the
nationals of either Party, holders of any of the passports mentioned in
Article 2, who have already entered into the territory of the other Party at
the point of suspension.

Article 12

Either Party may request in writing, through diplomatic channels,
amendment of the whole Agreement or its part. Any amendment of the
Agreement, agreed to by the Parties, shall enter into force in accordance with
Article 14 of the Agreement and shall form an integral part thereof.

Article 13

Any differences or disputes arising from the interpretation ot
implementation of the provisions of this Agreement shall be settled
amicably, by consultations between the Parties through diplomatic channels.
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Article 14

1. This Agreement shall enter into force (30) thirty days from the date of
recetving, through diplomatic channels, the latter written notification by
which the Parties inform each other of the completion of their respective
internal legal procedures required for the entry into force of this
Agreement.

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Clarifications of some technical requirements for radioactive material storage facility

design:

® The storage facility area must not be less than (4x4) square meters.

® The distance from the center of the pit and the wall of the storage facility should not
be less than (2) meters from all directions.

® The diameter of the storage pit should not be more than (1) meter.

" The depth of the storage pit should not be less than (1.5) meters.

" The storage pit should be lined with a layer of solid iron and concrete all around.

" The cover of the pit should be made from lead or solid iron with a thickness not less
than (2) centimeters and should be closed with a lock.

" |n case that there is more than one pit, the distance between one pit and another
should not be less than (1) meter.

" The storage facility door should have a lock.

" The storage facility must be connected with electrical current and has internal and
external lighting.

" The facility should have a concrete roof.

" The facility should have an external fence according to the specifications mentioned
above in the design structure and it has a door and a lock.

® The distance between the wall of the storage facility and the outer fence should not
be less than (2) meters from all directions.
